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In the 2008 Adopted Budget, Council appropriated an additional $200,000 of GSF to support
operational needs at Seattle’s nine senior centers. These funds supported operations, donor
development and other one-time and ongoing needs at the senior centers. Of Seattle’s nine senior
centers, four are operated by Senior Services of Seaitle (itemized in the table below) and five are
independently operated.

What is SOAR. SOAR is a merger of two earlier projects: the City’s Project Lift-Off and United
Way’s Children’s Initiative. Among other sources, SOAR is funded by United Way, King County
and the City of Scattle. SOAR establishes partnerships among community stakeholders and public
and private funders to identify common goals and fund projects that contribute to meeting those goals.
These collaborations have led to SOAR’s Early Childhood and School Readiness action agendas, and
its King County Action Agenda for School-Age Children and Youth.

Services Funded. SOAR is administered by United Way. Three full-time and one part-time United
Way staff members develop funding resources and implement and monitor programs that support the
goals of the SOAR action agendas. In 2008 City funding was used to fund one of the United Way
staff positions ($93,000) and to help fund the Family Friend and Neighbor Play and Learn Groups
which provide educational activities for children not envolled in daycare or preschool ($42,000).

Based on recent data and statements the following information provides a current snapshot of trends
for local food banks:

* Has Proviso
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Cost of Food

Food costs for staples often part of food banks are reported to have increased by 20-50% over the
course of 2008.

Transportation Costs

The cost of fucl is making it more difficult to collect and distribute both donated and purchased food.
Fuel transport surcharges are now being added to some deliveries to food distributors.

Increased demand or ynmet needs

There is an overall increase in demand reported by both food distributors and food banks. This
increase varies from around 7% -50% as compared to the same period (June-September) in 2007.
Food Donations

With the exception of one food distributor, the other food distributor and many food banks report that
food donations as compared to the same period last year have decreased with reports of 10% and as
much as 24% decrease in food donations.

Monetary Donations

With the exception of one food distributor, financial donations are reported to have decreased while
costs of food have risen.

Demographics

A number of new trends are reported by numerous food banks and food distributors. Some food
banks arc seeing an increase in people using the food bank for the first time, while others are sceing
increases in homeless clients. One distributor reporis that while the trend had been an increase in
seniors during the year, over the last quarter the main increase has been in adults between the ages of
19 and 55. The West Seattle Food Bank has seen a 38% increase in the number of seniors and a 36%
increase in the number of infants compared to this time last year,
